4. To what might "the abomination that causes desolation" refer? (14) (Compare Daniel 9:27;11:31; 12:11) What might be the equivalent in other times?


 


5. In the terrible times, why must we flee, not going back for anything? (14-16) Why is it especially difficult for pregnant women and nursing mothers? (17) How are the times of distress described? (18-19) How does God show mindfulness of his elect? (20-23)
